3 years full-day education to facilitate entry 
into a primary school

Strong emphasis on teaching English to 
children at an early stage, equips and 

empowers them to further their education 
and build a brighter future

Teaching soft skills (e.g. values, attitudes, 
tenacity, school readiness)

Establishing a set routine in the lives of the 
children who are not exposed to structural 
routine, due to their social circumstances 

and backgrounds

Manageable sized classes with a max. of 25 
kids per class allows individual attention to 

be given to struggling pupils
